>-10% to -15%  110% of the Daily Cash Out Price 
>-15% to -20%  120% 0f the Daily Cash Out Price 
>-20%    150% of the Daily Cash Out Price 
 

3)   The Seller has a positive daily imbalance: 
 

The Seller’s positive daily imbalance quantity will be transferred to his 
Monthly Imbalance Account. 

 
4. Monthly Imbalance Account 
 
 At the end of each month, the Company will determine the balance in each Seller’s 

Monthly Imbalance Account.  The balance will reflect: 1) any portion of the Seller’s 
daily imbalance not subject to daily cash out and 2) any difference between the total 
monthly usage actually billed to the Seller’s Pool grossed up for UFG and the sum of the 
Pool’s daily telemetered consumption volumes grossed up for UFG.  
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
