A. DEFINITIONS - continued 
 
Load Factor – The ratio of : 1) the average daily normalized annual consumption of the 
Seller’s Pool to 2) the estimated peak day consumption of the Seller’s Pool.  
 
Marketer – A person or entity eligible to sell natural gas to the Company’s transportation 
customers served under Service Classification Nos. 17 and 18.    

 
 Monthly Cash Out Price –  Applicable to Sellers participating in either the Company’s 

Monthly Balancing Program or Daily Balancing Program. 
 
1. Monthly Balancing Program: The Monthly Cash Out Price is the Transco 

Zone 6 NY Index published at the start of each month in the Platt’s Gas Daily 
Price Guide, Market Center Spot Gas Prices for the Northeast and is reflected 
as a per dekatherm price.  

 
2. Daily Balancing Program: The Monthly Cash Out Price is determined for each 

Seller based on the simple average of the Daily Cash Out Prices that were in 
effect during the month. 
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
