RIDER O - CURTAILABLE ELECTRIC SERVICE - Continued 
 

E. Application for Curtailable Electric Service 
 

1. In the Customer's application for curtailable electric service, the Customer must state in writing the 
Firm Service Level, whether on-site generation equipment will be used, and whether the Customer is 
applying to curtail service through Load Reduction and/or Load Delivery.   

 
If the Customer is applying to curtail service using Load Reduction, the Customer's specified Firm 
Service Level must be at least 50 kilowatts below the Customer’s Baseline Level.  If the Customer is 
applying to curtail service using Load Delivery, the Customer must specify the number of kilowatts 
that the Customer contracts to deliver to the Company’s primary distribution feeders: such amount 
must be at least 50 kilowatts.  

 
2. The Customer must also state in writing the number of curtailments that the Customer will accept, as 

described in section K of this Rider. 
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
