(ii) for fuel cell generators, the excess on-site production shall be converted to the equivalent 
value at the applicable rate under Service Classification No. 10 and applied as a direct 
credit to the customer’s current total utility bill.  To the extent that the value of this 
production credit exceeds all components of the customer’s total bill, the remaining credit 
shall be carried forward to the succeeding billing period. 

 
(c) for photovoltaic or micro-hydroelectric generators, the customer has supplied excess energy 

to the Company at the end of twelve (12) months from the time the customer contracted for 
this service, excess kWh supplied to the Company will be carried forward to the succeeding 
billing period. 

 
   The minimum charge for Non-Residential Solar Electric, Micro-Hydroelectric or Fuel Cell Generating 

customers shall be the Customer Charge plus the Basic Demand Charge, as applicable.  The Basic Active 
Demand will be the highest 15-minute integrated kilowatt demand established during the month for 
which the bill is rendered.  
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
