20.  Standby Service - Continued 
 

20.5 Delivery Charges under Standby Service Rates 
 

20.5.1 The delivery charges applicable to all Customers billed under the Standby Service rates of SC 5, 8, 
9, 12 or 13 include, but are not limited to, a Customer Charge per month, a Contract Demand 
Delivery Charge, As-used Daily Demand Delivery Charges, and Charges for Metering Services. 
Where meter data is not available, the As-used Demand will be based on the best available data.  For 
a Customer that is a Wholesale Generator, As-used Demand Charges will not apply to demand 
experienced during any period when it self-supplies all of its energy needs from the load side of the 
meter. 

 
20.5.2 A Customer that is a Wholesale Generator and takes Standby Service for Station Use shall pay 

delivery charges for its Standby Service exclusive of transmission charges.  The charges are shown 
under Rates IV and V of SC 9.   
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
