The Company will permit Customers served under this service classification to
trade City Gate imbalances with Customers served under S.C. Nos. 17 and 18,
and with Sellers providing service to a Pool under S.C. No. 19 provided that: (1)
all imbalance trading occurs on the same interstate pipeline (2) all imbalances
being traded occur on the same day (3) the Company is notified by the parties of
their intention to trade imbalances in writing no later than 48 hours following the
day on which the imbalance trading occurs to and (4) trading parties consent to
the imbalance trade.

Notwithstanding anything else herein, any charges for which Seller is
responsible under Service classification No. 19 shall not be Customer's
responsibility under this Service Classification No. 18 unless Customer is acting
as his own Seller. In the event of any

conflict between the terms and conditions of this Service Classification No. 18
and the terms and conditions of Service Classification No. 19, the terms and
conditions of Service Classification No. 19 shall govern.

REVENUE TAX SURCHARGE

All rates and charges under this Service Classification, payable in the municipality where
service is supplied, will be increased by a percentage equal in amount to the aggregate
percentage rate of taxes imposed on the Company’s revenues, pursuant to the provisions
contained on General Information Leaf No. 90.
