Shoul d t he Conpany receive a negotiable instrunent from an
applicant or customer in paynent for any bill, charge or deposit
due, and such negotiable instrument be subsequently di shonored or
be uncol l ectible for any reason, the Conpany may charge back to
the custoner any credits given by virtue of the receipt of such
negoti abl e i nstrument and treat the account as if no such paynent
was ever received by the Conpany.
