APPLI CABLE TO

Purchase of energy and capacity or energy only, by the Conpany from a Customer
operating an on-site qualifying generating facility, subject to the Special Pro-
visions of this Service Classification. Witten application upon the Conpany's
prescribed forms is required.

A qualifying generation facility shall be defined as a generating facility that
is a “Small Power Production Facility” or a “Cogeneration Facility” as defined
in Section 292.203(a) or (b) of Title 18 of the Code of Federal Regul ations or
a “co-generation facility,” “alternate energy production facility,” or “small
hydro facility,” as defined in Section 2 of the New York Public Service Law.

A Custoner electing to engage in sinultaneous purchase and sale of energy with

the Conmpany nust sell its energy output to the Conpany under this Service
Classification and may contract for its electrical requirenents under the
appropriate Service Cassification for full, supplenmental, back-up and/or

mai nt enance servi ce.

As an alternative, a prospective Custoner operating a qualifying generating
facility capable of electric generation in excess of 100 Kw. may negotiate a |ong
termcontract with the Conpany.

The Conmpany reserves the right to limt the anount of capacity and energy it will
take from a custoner or to refuse to accept a custonmer under this Service
Classification where engineering considerations dictate that such actions are
reasonabl e.

CHARACTER OF SERVI CE

60 cycle alternating current of the voltage and character at which the Conpany
provides service to the Custoner, or otherwise of a voltage and character
avail abl e at the location and appropriate to the Customer's generating plant.
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
