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SERVICE CLASSIFICATION No. 19

TRANSPORTATION AGGREGATION SERVICE
DEFINITIONS

Seller - A person or entity that meets the Seller qualifications under this Service Classification
and is selling gas to a Pool.

Pool - A group of customers to whom a Seller is selling gas, who are receiving transportation
service pursuant to Service Classification No. 17 or Service Classification No. 18, whose gas
usage is aggregated by the Seller for the purpose of providing service under this Service
Classification.

Maximum Daily Delivery Quantity (MDDQ) - The maximum daily quantity of gas that Seller
may be required to deliver on any day to the Company pursuant to Seller's Service Agreement. 
Such quantity shall be subject to the limitations, restrictions and other provisions contained
herein.

Average Daily Delivery Quantity (ADDQ) - The total daily quantity of gas the Seller is required
by the Company to deliver each day to the Company pursuant to Seller's Service Agreement. 
Such quantity shall be determined at least monthly by the Company and is subject to the
limitations, restrictions, and other provisions contained herein.

Actual Monthly ICOG - The actual monthly incremental cost of gas including demand charges
incurred by the Company.  The Company will file the Actual Monthly ICOG for any month with
the Commission by the fourth business day of the following month.
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
