 Limited period - approximately 4,000 hours per year, 60 cycle, alternating current at 
approximately 120/240 volts.

Facility Charge per Lamp, per month     $    7.25 
All months:    All kWh, per month     $  .0147 
 
TERMS OF PAYMENT: 
 
 All bills are due when personally served or 3 days after the mailing of the bill and may 
be paid in full on or before the “DUE DATE” specified on the bill, which shall be at least 20 
days after the date on which the bill is rendered.  A monthly late payment charge will be 
assessed at a rate of one and one-half percent (1½%) on a Customer’s unpaid balance, including 
service billing arrears and unpaid late payment charges.  Remittance mailed on the “DUE 
DATE” will be accepted without the late charge, the postmark to be conclusive evidence of the 
date of mailing.  The failure on the part of the Customer to receive the bill shall not entitle him 
or her to pay without the late payment charge after the “DUE DATE.” 
 
PURCHASED POWER ADJUSTMENT: 
 
 The charges set forth in the service classification shall be subject to a purchased power 
adjustment as explained in the NYMPA generic tariff.  The charges billed under this section 
shall be subject to the late payment charge. 
 
BASE PURCHASED POWER PER KILOWATT-HOUR: 
 
 The base purchase power cost per kilowatt-hour pursuant to Rule IX.B of the NYMPA 
generic tariff is $0.012844. 
 
FACTOR OF ADJUSTMENT: 
 
 The factor of adjustment pursuant to Rule IX.D of the NYMPA generic tariff is 
1.113045.

 Annual contract, renewable yearly. 
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
