SPECIAL PROVISIONS: (Cont'd)

(c) Commercia Use:

When a customer operates a commercial establishment (incidental to his residence) in the same building or
on the same premises as his residence and takes his entire service through one meter, this classification will
apply for the entire service only if the connected load in the residential portion exceeds that in the
commercia portion, provided that the connected load in the commercial portion does not exceed 1.5 kW. If
the reverse is true, the general classification will apply to the entire service. However, the customer may
elect to take service under both the residential and general rates, in which case there will be a separate meter
for theresidential portion and a separate meter for the general portion.

(d) Budget Billing:

Customers may, by signing an application, be billed monthly in accordance with the plan set forth in Section
4-0 of P.S.C. No. 119 - Electricity or superseding issues thereof.
