Qualifying existing OSG custoners nmay nmke a one-tinme election wthin
ninety (90) days following July 1, 2004 for those existing OSG custoners
operating OSG as of January 31, 2003, including whol esal e generators and
desi gnated technol ogy, as described in Special Provision 14.5, and thirty
(30) days prior to the operation of the OSG facility for any other
exi sting OSG custoner that is not eligible for the designated technol ogy
exenption, to decline the phase-in and take service at the full standby
rates of this Service Cassification instead of the phase-in rates, by
providing witten notice to the Conpany.

14.7 PV and Wnd Generation Less Than 15 kVa

Non- demand netered custoners with on site wind generation with rated
capacity of not nore than 15 kVa or on site photovoltaic generation wth
rated capacity of nore than 10 kW but not nore than 15 kVa, and eligible
for credits from NYSERDA, may elect to sell electric energy in excess of
the requirenments of the custonmers' connected |oad. The rated capacity for
eligibility under this Special Provision is defined as the | esser of the
AC or DC naneplate rating of the photovoltaic generation or wnd
gener ati on.

A denmand netered custonmer whose demand falls below, or is expected to fall
below, 10 kWwith the installation and/or operation of on site wind or
photovol tai c generation, neeting the capacity requirenments of this Special
Provision, nmay elect to sell electric energy in excess of the requirenents
of the customer’s connected |load pursuant to the terns of this Special

Pr ovi si on. The custoner’s demand will continue to be neasured, however
the customer will be billed for purchases from the Conpany at the non-
demand rates of Service Cassification No. 2. If the custonmer’s denmand

exceeds 10 kW or the custonmer’s kW consunption exceeds the Service
Classification No. 2 kWh threshold for demand netering, the customer wll
no longer be eligible, and will be ineligible in the future, for service
under this Special Provision.
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
