If the Company estimates that net revenues received from an applicant for new serviceor a Service
Classification Nos. 1, 2, 3, or 13 Customer transferring to this service over theinitia two-year period
will enable the Company to recover fully its facility costs, the Customer shall not be required to pay

in advance the costs to be incurred or previously incurred by the Company covering:

(a) provision and installation of metering and communication equipment as may be or was specified
by the Company, and

(b) al main extensions or reinforcements, service pipes, service connections, and other facilitiesin
any street, avenue, road, or way as may be or were necessary to render service.
