Pr ogr am Descri ption

Qperating in conjunction with the New York I ndependent System Operator
(NYI SO Enmergency Demand Response Program (EDRP), the Central Hudson
EDRP will be in effect only fromMay 1, 2001 through October 31, 2002.
The NYISOw Il notify Curtail ment Service Providers (CSP), which

i ncl udes the Conpany as a load serving entity, that the NYI SO EDRP has
been i npl enented and that CSPs should produce real -time, verified
reductions of at |east 100 kW

The Conpany wi |l provide as nmuch notice in advance to custonmers to
curtail, however, this is subject to the mninmum of 2 hours notice to
the Conpany by the NYISO. Inplenentation for the EDRP will occur due to
the foll owi ng conditions:

a) an i n-day peak hour forecast response to an operating
reserve shortage, as set forth in Section 4.1 of the Nyl SO
Enmer gency Operations Manual ; or

b) in conjunction with the NYISOs call for special case
resources as set forth in the NYI SO | CAP Manual ; or

C) in response to a major state of enmergency as set forth in
Section 3.2 of the NYI SO Energency Operations Manual ; or

d) at the NYISO s discretion to relieve systemor zona
ener genci es.

Program participation is voluntary and no penalties will be assessed for
the failure to curtail | oad.
