(8) (Cont'd)

If the necessary facilities are proposed to be in a VSR, the
procedures as defined in General Information Section 5.D. shall
apply.

The request shall be reviewed by the Staff of the Public Service
Commission and will notify the Company within 60 days of receipt if
the request is granted or that it objects to the request.  Staff is
not required to rule within 60 days in cases where slow development
petitions are outstanding as described in Section 100.1(e) of
16NYCRR.  If Staff objects, the request shall be referred to the
Public Service Commission for further review.  If the necessary
facilities are proposed to be in a VSR, the procedures as defined in
General Information Section 5.D. shall apply. 

(9) The applicant may be liable for any costs incurred by the Company by
reason of changes in applicant's plans subsequent to commencement of
construction of underground electric lines by the Company.   

(10) The applicant shall cooperate with the Company to keep the cost of
construction and installation of underground electric distribution
lines, service lines and appurtenant facilities as low as possible
consistent with the requirements for safe and adequate service and
load growth.
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
