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SERVICE CLASSIFICATION No. 18 - Continued

Revenue Tax Surcharge

All rates and charges under this Service Classification, payable in the municipality where service is
supplied, will be increased by a percentage equal in amount to the aggregate percentage rate of
taxes imposed on the Company's revenues, pursuant to the provisions contained on General
Information Leaf No. 90.

Transition Costs Surcharge

The transportation rates under this Service Classification shall reflect a surcharge for Transition
Costs calculated in accordance with the Commission's Opinion No. 94-26 in Case 93-G-0932 as
described on General Information Leaf No. 86.  This charge will be included on the Statement of
Comprehensive Transportation and Balancing Service Rates and Charges filed with the
Commission.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

(a) In no event shall the Company be obligated to incur any additional costs for additional
facilities necessary to provide transportation and standby gas services hereunder. 
Nonetheless, in the event the Company elects to incur such costs, the costs of any
additional facilities, including but not limited to any necessary telemetering equipment, that
in the Company's sole judgment are required or must be incurred by the Company to
provide transportation service, shall be the sole responsibility of the Customer, and shall
be payable in full prior to the initiation of service hereunder.
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
