The "Minimum Contract Volume" shall be 200,000 Mcf annually. If the Customer's consumption, subject to the
transportation rate ("transportation consumption"), during the term of the Transportation Service Agreement is less than
200,000 Mcf annually, the Customer will be charged the di fference between 200,000 Mcf annually and the Customer's
transportation consumption during said term, multiplied by the applicable Transportation Rate.

CHARGES FOR BURNER TIP SURPLUS IMBALANCES:

Asused in this Rate Schedule, "surplus imbalances' shall mean the cumulative amount by which the volume of gas
delivered, since the commencement of transportation service by the Company for the Customer under any rate schedule, to the
Company for the Customer's account, after adjustment for line losses and after elimination of volumes purchased from the
Customer by the Company, exceeds the total amount of transportation service volumes taken by the Customer from the
Company under any Rate Schedule since the commencement of transportati on service for the Customer by the Company. Such
cumulative surplus imbalances shall be computed as of the end of each billing month.

If, at the end of any billing month, the Customer has surplus imbalances in excess of 5% of the vdume of SC 16 service
gas transported to the Customer by the Company in the billing month, the charge for such surplus imbalances up to 29% of the
