Transportati on Denmand Adj ust nent

In addition to the Mnthly Rate, custonmers taking service under Service
Classification No. 6 will be charged a rate per 100 cu. ft. equal to the sum of
t he Bal anci ng Adj ustment, Transition Cost Surcharge, Propane Service and the Take
or Pay Surcharge, as described below. The above charges shall be adjusted for
gas supplier refund credits, capacity release credits, interruptible sales
credits, and the Transition Surcharge as defined in General Information Section
27.

(1) The Bal anci ng Adjustment will be equal to zero.

(2) Comrencing May 1, 1996, custoners shall be charged a surcharge in
accordance with the New York State Public Service Comm ssion's Opinion and
Order in Case 93-G 0932. The Transition Cost Surcharge is designed to
col lect, subject to refund, the transition costs currently being billed to
the Conpany by interstate pipeline suppliers.

(3) Propane Service will be equal to the average cost of propane supplies as
shown on Schedule 7-H of the Statenment of Gas Cost Adjustnent.

(4) Comrenci ng January 1, 1996, customers shall be charged a surcharge in
accordance with the New York State Public Service Comm ssion's O der
i ssued Novenber 30, 1995, in Case 838-G 062 concerning the collection of
take or pay costs. The surcharge is designed to collect over a twenty-
four (24) nmonth period the remaining uncoll ected bal ance of the take or
pay costs incurred by the Conpany. The Take or Pay Surcharge will be
shown on the monthly filed Statement of Gas Transportation Rates. The
Take or Pay Surcharge will be reconciled for the twel ve-nmonth period ended
Decenmber 31 of each year.

(5) The charges as provided for above shall be increased by the ULIEEP
surcharge, as described in General Information, Section 38.
