18. Micro-combined Heat and Power (MCHP) Service Option  (Cont’d) 
 

F.  Billing 

For each billing period during the term of the SIR Contract, the Company shall net the electricity (kWh) delivered to the 

customers with the electricity (kWh) supplied by the customer to the Company.   

1. If the  electricity (kWh) supplied by the Company exceeds the electricity supplied by the customer to the Company   

during the billing period the customer shall be billed for the net kWh supplied by the Company to the customer at the 

standard service class rates.  For customers billed on time-differentiated rates (TOU meter), e.g., On-Peak/Off-Peak, 

netting shall occur in each time period.  

2.  If the electricity (kWh) supplied by the customer to the Company during the billing period exceeds the electricity 

(kWh) supplied by the Company to the customer, the Company shall provide a credit on the next bill for net electricity 

supplied at the Company’s Service Classification No. 5 Buy-back Service energy only rate.  For customers billed on 

time-differentiated rates (TOU meter), e.g., On-Peak/Off-Peak, the kWh credit shall be a credit for the appropriate time 

period.  
 

Upon the Company’s determination that the customer has taken service under this Section while in violation of the 

conditions of service set forth herein, the customer shall forfeit any positive balance accrued during the annual period in 

which the violation occurred.  
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
