36.7.6.8 If the criteriaand conditions as set forth in this Rule are met, the monetary credit will
remain in effect for aterm of twenty-five (25) years from the later of the date of April 17,
2015 (issue date of Commission’s Order in Case 14-E-0151 and 14-E-0422) or the project in-
service date. An extension of this period may be obtained upon a showing that the contractual
arrangement for financing a particular project cannot be accomplished within a 25 year period,
and alonger period is hecessary.

36.7.6.9 Except for fuel cell and non-farm based farm waste generators, a generator who is
entitled to retain monetary crediting, may opt out of this Rule and select volumetric crediting
if they submit a statement in writing to the Company. The Company will acknowledge the
request for volumetric crediting to the Customer-Generator. When a preference for
volumetric crediting is not stated, the Company will assume that monetary crediting adheres
if there is an entitlement to grandfathering in accordance with this Rule.
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
