      The Company shall make reasonable efforts to eliminate conditions preventing extension or service 

and will pursue completion of any facilities it must construct with due diligence. 
 

      The Company shall extend service to an applicant for residential service whose application for service 
has previously been denied within two business days (or such later time as may be specified by the 
applicant) after the elimination of all the conditions which resulted in the denial of service or by 
direction of the Public Service Commission or its authorized designee, who may require such 
extension of service to be made within 24 hours. 
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
