Daily Imbalance Quantity — Applicable to Sellers participating in the Company’s Daily
Balancing Program. The Daily Imbalance Quantity represents the difference between the
guantity of gasthe Seller deliversto the city gate for the pool and the telemetered daily
consumption grossed up for LAUF of the pool. A negative daily imbalance results when the
pool consumes more gas than is delivered. A positive daily imbalance results when the pool
consumes less gas than is delivered.

Daily Imbalance Tolerance (DIT) — Equal to +/- 5%. Applicableto Sellers participating in the
Company’s Daily Balancing Program.

Daily Transportation Quantity — Pursuant to Service Classification Nos. 17 and 18, the quantity
of gasto be tendered by Seller at the Receipt Point for the customer’ s account on any day.

Energy Service Company (ESCO) — An entity digible to sell natural gasto the Company’s
transportation customers served under Service Classification Nos. 17 and18. ESCOs may also
sell other energy supplies and energy related services to customers.

Gas Cost Y ear — The 12-month period beginning September 1% and ending August 31% of each
year.
