Reason for Filing

Tariff Changes

Pursuant to the Notice, the Company has added the following language to General
Information Section 12.3 of the Tariff.

Upon written request from a prospective tenant, the Company will provide, at no
cost, the total electric charges incurred at the prospective residential rental
premises for the life of the premises, or the preceding two-year period, whichever
is shorter. The Company will provide such information to the prospective
landlord, or other authorized person, within ten days of receipt of the written
request.
