Central Hudson Gas & Electric Corporation (ACentral Hudson@ or the AConpany@) hereby
subnmits the proposed tariff anendnents listed below to beconme effective May 1, 2007.

The purpose of these amendnments is to increase the customer charge for those
custoners with access to the Conpany:s Energy Manager advanced netering software. The
renewal of the current contract with the software provider to provide usage data to
Service Cassification No. 9 and 11 custonmers has resulted in an increase in the nonthly
nmeter subscription fee. The revised customer charge is designed to recover costs
associated with this increase.

Backgr ound

As a result of the Order in Case 04-G 0463 to provide interruptible and firm
transportation custoners (Service Cassification Nos. 9 and 11) with access to hourly
consunption information by January 1, 2006 and March 1, 2006, respectively, the Conpany
utilized Energy Manager, supported by an outside vendor, to provide these custonmers with
usage information. Tariff revisions to effectuate the recovery of the per neter
subscription fee were filed with the Comm ssion on Decenber 30, 2005 in conpliance with
t he above referenced O der.

Proposed Revi sion

A pending contract renewal will result in an increase in the per neter subscription
fee charged by the vendor effective May 1, 2007. The Conpany proposes to increase the
customer charge for Service dassification Nos. 9 and 11 to recover the costs of this fee.

As the changes proposed herein affect only Service dassification Nos. 9 and 11
custoners, and the Conpany will contact each of these custoners directly, the Conpany
requests that the requirements of 66(12)(b) of the Public Service Law as to newspaper
publication be waived.
