the proration of consolidated bill customer payments in the Company’s tariffs.
The Company has also modified its tariffs to include the Company’s policies on
the purchase of Retail Supplier’s accounts receivable.  Because the Company’s
policy of purchasing the Retail Supplier  accounts receivable, with recourse, is
directly related to the provisions related to the allocation of payments on
consolidated bills, the Company concluded it was appropriate to include this
material with this filing.    

As directed by Ordering paragraph one, copies of these tariff leaves were
sent to all active parties in this Case. 

As directed in Ordering paragraph  four of the Commission’s December 5,
2003 Order in this Case, the requirements of 66((12)b) of the Public Service Law
as to newspaper publication have been waived.
