The above tariff legf is being filed pursuant to the Commission’s Order on Petitions for
Rehearing and Claification, issued December 5, 2003, in Cases 98-M-1343, 99-M-0631, 03-
M-0117 (the “December 5" Order”), and Order Granting Extensions and Denying Petitionsin
Part, dso Cases 98-M-1343, 99-M-0631, 03-M-0117 (the “Extension Order”) issued
December 19, 2003.

In compliance with Ordering Clause 1 of the December 5™ Order, and Ordering Clause
1 of the Extenson Order, NY SEG has modified its PSC No. 120 (Electricity) tariff provisons
to reflect implementation of pro-ration of payments on consolidated bills produced by NY SEG.

The December 5" Order stems from the Commission’s implementation of Chapter 686
of the Laws of 2002. 1n accordance with its currently effective Electric Rate Plan," NY SEG

implementation of Chapter 686.

Also in accordance with Ordering Clause 1, acopy of NY SEG' s revised operating
procedures necessary to implement the Commission’s December 5" Order are enclosed.

Ordering Clause 4 of the December 5™ Order waived the requirement of Section
66(12)(b) of the Public Service Law caling for newspaper publication of the proposed tariff
amendments.
