Section 66-j of the Public Service Law was amended to allow a customer that is installing 

Farm Waste electric generating equipment to install generation up to a rated capacity of 1,000 kW 
instead of 500 kW.

Service Law and 16 NYCRR §720-8.1 for newspaper publication be waived because a customer 
will be notified of this tariff change when the customer submits an application for such service 
with the Company.
